Sunnybank
EC its employees or assistants do not accept any liability for any injury or damage
sustained by any third party whether to horse/rider spectator or property
whatsoever and how so ever caused.

7. The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry without any reason being given and if necessary to
alter or cancel any class at anytime.

12. No lungeing working in or cantering is allowed in the lorry park no dung to be left in carpark.
